The recently revived St. Trofimena Society Mass & Procession this past Sunday, July 13 at St. Michael Church 
was a historic gathering of all of the Southern Italian Religious Societies, including the St. Trofimena Society, St. 

Andrew the Apostle Society, St. Anne Society, St. Anthony Society and Friends of St. Anthony, St. Catello 
Society, and Santa Maria Maddalena Society! It was the first time the St. Trofimena Society processed in almost 

40 years, and the first time the St. Catello Society processed in 75 years! 
 

The St. Trofimena Society was established in 1908 after a group of residents emigrated from the village of Minori, Italy, 
situated along the Amalfi Coast, to New Haven. St. Trofimena, the patron saint of Minori, is buried in a basilica there that 
bears her name. The July 13 feast commemorates a miracle where St. Trofimena saved Minori from an attack. Over the 

years, many more miracles have been attributed to intercessions by St. Trofimena. Shortly after the original 
establishment of St. Trofimena Society, a replica statue of the saint was made in Italy and shipped to St. Michael Church. 

The statue has been a fixture in local festivals and processions ever since, just as they celebrate in Minori each year.

Joseph, who specialized in bringing desserts, was on the 
original service team from St. Joseph and served over two 
decades! Now that Upon This Rock Ministries has reopened 
the Grand Avenue Shelter, we are searching for a Shelter 
Services ministry lead who will oversee small teams of 
volunteers in serving a hot dinner.
